Grade points are awarded based upon the grade earned 
and the designation of the course as On-level, Dual Credit, 
Pre-AP/Advanced, or AP.

The top ten percent of students had GPA’s of 5.121 and 
above. The top twenty-five percent had GPAs of 4.755. The 
median GPA was 4.289.
