¢ No hats, shades, bandanas, grills, or other miscellaneous items that are a
violation of the school dress code will be allowed.
e All school dress code policies will be enforced.

Young Ladies

e Expected attire include: Dresses, pant suits, and skirts that are within school
dress code (must be finger-tip length; slits must not extend past finger-tip
length)

e Spaghetti straps are acceptable, but dress code regarding cleavage must be
observed.

e Dresses should be modestly cut; no plunging necklines are allowed.

e The majority of the back must be covered.

e Dress shoes are expected to be worn (no slippers, house shoes or athletic
shoes).

e No two-piece, bra-top-type dresses

e All dresses must cover the mid-riff region and be modest in style with no
sheer fabric.

e No see through tops or bra-tops.

e No “mesh” that attaches a bra top to a skirt bottom, thus making it a one-
piece dress.

e No strapless dresses.

HHS administration will not allow students into the dance if their attire
does not comply with these standards.
