Each February, the American Dental Association (ADA) sponsors National Children's Dental Health Month to 

raise awareness about the importance of oral health.  In honor of this health observance Bledsoe will have 

several oral health presentations over the next few weeks to reinforce healthy dental habits. 
 

The Tooth Fairy from Child Smile Pediatric Dentistry will be visiting KN on February 19th. 

Dr. Nurko from the North Texas Orthodontics Association will be visiting with 1st grade on February 2nd. 

Dr. Prasad with Frisco Family Orthodontics will be visiting 3rd grade on Feb. 11th and 4th grade March 11th. 
 

Here are some tips for a healthy smile: 
 

Routine check-ups – Ideally, your child should see a dentist twice a year.  The dentist will clean their teeth 

and examine the teeth for signs of decay or cavities. 
 

Brushing - Daily brushing, at least twice a day, and cleaning between teeth with floss is the most effective 

way to prevent tooth decay.  Dentists recommend child-size brushes with soft bristles small enough to 

reach each tooth.  The correct technique is holding the brush at a 45-degree angle to the gums.  Be sure 

to brush all sides of each tooth and don’t forget to brush the tongue! 
 

Flossing - Brushing alone can miss up to 30% of the tooth surface!  Flossing helps remove plaque from 

between teeth and under the gum line and prevents gum diseases.  Parents may need to help their 

children floss until they are able to do it on their own. 
 

Fluoride - A mineral that helps strengthen tooth enamel and repair damaged tooth enamel is fluoride.  It 

also helps enhance tooth strength with the body’s own minerals, such as calcium.  Children can get 

fluoride through water, professional fluoride treatments, rinses or toothpastes. 
 

Eating healthy foods - Nutritious foods help keep teeth and gums healthy.  Sugars and starches from the 

foods we eat can contribute to tooth decay.  Frequent snacking may expose teeth to repeated acid 

attacks.  Nutritious snacks like fruits and vegetables are much better for your teeth.

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Bledsoe students recently conducted a student-led effort to help with the devastating earthquake in Haiti.  
The student body was saddened by the earthquake and wanted to join together to make a difference.  
During a weeklong collection drive, students brought in spare change and placed their money in a collection 
bottle located in the school cafeteria.  Amazingly the pennies, nickels and dimes added up fast.  By the end 
of the week $1,060.58 had been collected.  The change was converted into a money order that was given to 
the Red Cross as a gift from the students, staff and families of Bledsoe. An ongoing collection will continue in 
the front office.  
 

Students also brought in used shoes for a special collection organized by The Shoe Bank specifically for the 
children of Haiti.  In a devastated area many diseases and injuries can be avoided by simply having a pair of 
shoes.  Bledsoe students stepped up to the challenge and brought in hundreds of shoes.  Those shoes will 
make their way to the children in the earthquake area through The Shoe Bank’s international partners 
Orphans of the World, Airline Ambassadors, and the One Five Foundation.  
 

Principal Woodson is proud of the students stating, “It is so encouraging seeing our students acknowledge 
all that they have and then reach out to others who have lost so much.  We all have reason to be extremely 
thankful and we pray that our efforts will provide some help.”
