* No entries with glue, stickers, 3-D embellishments, or non-original work will be
accepted.

* Entries must be returned on or before March 12th to the Green Team coordinators at
any FISD school, Jeremy Starritt at the City of Frisco Environmental Services, or the
contest drop-off box at Frisco City Hall.

* Entries will be judged on originality, simplicity, legibility, appropriateness to the
theme, and creativity.
