2009-2010 Arrival and Dismissal 

ARRIVAL-7:30-7:55
Students are tardy if they are not in their classroom by 8:00

Walkers: Walkers may enter the outside (south) doors near the gym or cafeteria (north) doors beginning at 7:30 am.  Walkers must use the crosswalks to ensure safety.

Bike Riders: For safety reasons, bikes must be walked on campus sidewalks, not in the grass.  Bike parking can be found near the gym (south side of the building) or the basketball courts (north side of the building).  Please make sure bikes are placed in the provided bike racks, not laid over in grass.  Students can then enter the building through these doors.

Car Riders/Day Care Providers: Students brought by automobile or day care provider can be “dropped off” on the west side or north side of the building.  Please DO NOT allow students to exit on Angel Falls or the thoroughfare. Also, do not allow them to cross the north drive without using the crosswalk or cross through traffic.  Drop off is to be next to a sidewalk only.  The north drive will ONLY be open in the mornings. Bus students will be arriving and dismissed from the north drive. This is also the driveway that transportation and daycare vans use so you may not be able to move forward due to bus/van traffic.  Younger students, needing extra assistance will be arriving by the North Drive.  If you are in a hurry please consider using the West Drive because traffic flow on the north side may stall in order for proper assistance to be provided.

The West Drive will be entered off Angel Falls.  This area will have cones to assist with this process. For safety reasons, please do not let students out on Angel Falls.  Instead, proceed to the west side of the building and drop off students so they can use the sidewalk and enter through the gym doors or the doors near the library.  Please move forward, as far as you can, before allowing students to exit their vehicle. Please form only one line for drop-off, as double lines present a safety issue for the students.  Also, please do not stop in the second row of the west parking lot to let your children out.  This creates a safety hazard for the children crossing between cars, even if they are trying to get to a crosswalk.
Teachers or safety patrol members may not be able to open all car doors, so please allow your students to exit the car without their assistance in order to maintain timely drop-off.
DISMISSAL- 3:00
This information is new for the 2009-2010 school year.
Car Riders: Each automobile should have a paper plate, with rider’s names, grade and teacher displayed in the front window. The dismissal process takes about a week or so to flow smoothly so please be patient with us.  Do not park and come to the door and ask for your child, for this slows down the overall dismissal process.  No students will be dismissed to a parent or guardian from the library doors.  Remain in your car and proceed through the car pool line.  The line will be long, so plans accordingly and please do not try to “line jump” in front of others who have already been waiting.

Kinder, First, & Second:  Students being picked up by vehicle will be dismissed from the doors near the library on the west side of the building.  Students will be escorted to the hallway by their teachers and when their name is called via walkie talkie into the building, they will proceed to the sidewalk and wait in a numbered spot along with a teacher for their car to drive up.  These numbered spots are placed along the sidewalk and your child will be directed to the correct spot for them.  Please pull all the way forward and do not stop at the doors where you see the children coming out.  If these students have a sibling in an upper grade, the siblings will be dismissed with them out of the west side doors.

Third, Fourth, & Fifth:  Students being picked up by vehicle will be dismissed from the Pod 3 doors on the north side of the building.  Students will be escorted to the pod by their teachers and when their name is called, they will proceed to the sidewalk and wait for their car to drive up.  If these students have a sibling in a lower grade, they will be dismissed with their siblings out of the north side door.  Please note: daycare providers/ FISD buses will also pick up at this location, so please be patient.
Walkers: Walkers are considered students who truly walk to school or walk down to Newman Park to meet a parent.  It is not students whose parents park and get out of the car to get them.  If you drive to school to pick up your child, please remain in your car and proceed through the car pool line or have your student walk to Newman Park to meet up with you.  This will help ensure student safety and not interrupt the flow of the car rider lines.

Kinder and First grade walkers will be dismissed from their outside pod doors.  If you elect to walk to the school so you can walk home with your Kindergartener or first grader, please wait for them outside the Pod 1 door.  These are located on the south side of the building.  Teachers will dismiss students from Pod 1 via walkie-talkie as they identify the adult picking them up. Picture ID may be required the first few weeks before the teachers recognize student-parent matches. If someone else is going to meet your child please notify the teacher in writing and ask the designee to bring Picture I.D. with them.  This dismissal area is for walkers only.  Do not park on the east bound side of Angel Falls and cross with your child in the middle of the street.  Also, please note the No Parking signs monitored by the City of Frisco police. Sparks Elementary is not responsible for tickets that are handed out.

If a kinder or first grade student is walking with an older sibling/neighbor they can meet them in this pod but they will not be allowed to take the kinder or first grader without permission from a teacher on duty. Siblings will then walk back out of the Pod and exit through the south cafeteria doors near the playground.  Parents of siblings can meet their children at that location. 

Second and Third grade walkers, not meeting a friend or sibling from another grade, will be dismissed out the Pod 2 doors.

Fourth and Fifth grade walkers, not meeting a friend or sibling from another grade, will be dismissed from the north cafeteria doors, near the basketball court.  We ask that parents remain outside of the building if they are meeting a student. If a student is meeting someone from another grade level to walk home they will meet near the south door in the cafeteria (near playground).  
Bike Riders:  Bike riders, will be dismissed from pod doors, north cafeteria doors, or gym doors. Bikes must be walked on the sidewalk while on campus and use the crosswalks.  Bikes need to be taken home each day; we cannot be responsible for bikes left overnight.
Day Care Providers:  Students picked up by daycare providers will be dismissed from the north cafeteria doors.  Students are to wait inside until the teacher on duty dismisses them to the daycare provider.  

After School Care on Campus:  YMCA students will be escorted to the gym.  Alphabest students will meet in the cafeteria and sit in lines by grade level.
