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Sparks Elementary Rainy Day Dismissal

A decision will be made by the campus administrators at 2:45 p.m. to determine if we will have a Rainy Day Dismissal. This dismissal will only be utilized when there is a considerable amount of rain or visible lightening and/or thunder. A slight, intermittent drizzle only does not constitute a need for Rainy Day Dismissal. (The same information applies for snowy days as well.) If severe weather conditions occurs at anytime during dismissal procedures, staff & students will be pulled inside the building and dismissal will be halted until it is safe to resume.
During this dismissal, all children except day care van riders and bus riders will be considered car riders. No students will be allowed to walk or ride their bicycle home during a Rainy Day Dismissal unless we have a written note on file or a phone call has been made to the office (469-633-3000).  As a parent, you must make the decision on whether you want your child to walk home in the rain.  Once you make a decision/phone call for your child, you will not be allowed to change your dismissal choice. Phone calls must be made prior to 2:35 to ensure messages can be delivered to the classrooms.
During Rainy Day Dismissal, please do not come to the office to have your child paged or walk up to the car rider door to retrieve them.  Each staff member has a specific role during Rainy Day Dismissal and is trying to ensure your children get home not only as quick as possible, but safely as well.  We need cooperation from every parent to follow the rules of Rainy Day Dismissal to ensure dismissal runs smoothly.  It will take a while to dismiss over 700 students, so we thank you in advance for your patience.
3rd- 5th grade students will wait in Pod 3 and be dismissed out Pod 3 doors (North Side Drive).  The only exception to mandatory car rider is if we have notification from a parent that their child is to walk/ride bike even in the rain.  (If a 3rd-5th grade student has a younger sibling in K-2nd, they will go to the library doors.)
K-2nd will dismiss out the library doors - West Side (along with any older 3rd-5th grade siblings).
