

As we proceed through the school year, we are continually looking and working on ways to make improvements to our arrival/dismissal process.  Over the past couple of months, we have noticed many parents have continued to drop-off their students on the side street (Otis Drive) or in our school parking lot despite several communications regarding the negative effects of this action.  Students are still crossing through the parking lot, between cars and through the main traffic area.  As you can imagine- this is an extreme safety hazard for our students. 
Additionally, the timing of drop off is altered by parents parking along the street even if their intent is to walk their children to the designated crosswalks.  The traffic pattern is being effected by a noticeable slow down as we wait for students to cross. 
As a result of these safety hazards, we will be closing off a portion of our entry into Sparks.  Effective immediately, Otis Drive will become a one-way exit from our school.  All traffic will need to flow through the parking lot (main drop-off line) and exit out onto Otis Drive and then Angel Falls. This traffic flow applies even if you intend to park in a designated parking spot and enter the building for assembly or an appointment.  We ask that you do not exit your vehicles to move the cones out of your way or let your children out in undesignated areas. If all parents abide by these rules, traffic flow will be continuous and overall drop-off time should be decreased.  More importantly- our students will remain safe!
