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Entrance Guidelines
For students Electing
8" Grade Algebra 1
For the 2009-10 school year

A student in 7" Grade Pre-AP Math
Should have 2 of the 3 in place to be considered “Ready” for Algebra 1 in Grade 8

= TAKS scale score for grade 7 > 2280* or raw score > 40 (85%)
o *Scale score will vary slightly between administrations but will be held
equivalent to a raw score greater than 40
= Raw score performance on IAAT > 49
= Final average Math grade in 7" grade PreAP > 88%

If a student was in 7" grade Math (not Pre-AP) immediately prior and is requesting
Algebra 1 in Grade 8, the following MUST be included in addition to the above
requirements. (Note — this is so that the district has documentation that the child has
earned mastery of the 8" grade TEKS without the benefit of instruction and remain in
compliance with the legal requirements of providing instruction in all the TEKS)

= Score of 90% on both parts to a Credit-By-Exam for Grade 8
= Final average Math grade in 7" grade regular math > 92%

Maintenance Criteria

A student who earns a 79 or below in a six week grading period will be placed on
academic probation. If a 79 or below is earned for two consecutive six weeks, the
student will be placed into the corresponding regular level class. Students enrolled in
these courses should expect high standards and an additional time requirement.
