hearing vision, and acanthosis nigricans screeron
November 18th. The Vision and Hearing Screening
Program, Chapter 36 of the Texas Health and Safety
Code, requires that all children who meet certain
grade criteria must be screened or have a
professional examination for possible vision and
hearing problems.
The purpose of the acanthosis nigricans screeasin
to detect a black-brown velvety marker that usuall
appears on the back of the neck. It is a pre-diabet
condition and serves as an indicator of risk fopdy
diabetes and other chronic health conditions.

Parents will be notified of the results of the
screening only if professional follow-up is necegs
Please call 469-633-4708 for any questions, coisc
or if you want a copy of your child’s screening
results.
